1. Minimum PC Requirements Policy Revision

2. Intelletto RFID Device Purchase

These items include an RFID pad and reader and a tablet to be used in conjunction with the RFID devices and may be an alternative to the more expensive 3M products. The devices and tablet will be made available to member libraries for inventory purposes. Todorovich made a motion to approve the purchase of the Intelletto SR10B Smart Reader, BR10 Blade Reader and the Samsung Galaxy Tablet for a total cost of $2,899.00. F. Delivery Committee Recommendation

   The Delivery Committee and the Suburban Library Cooperative Advisory 
   Council recommends extending the delivery contract with the current vendor    

   City Wheels Courier Corp. from October 2013 through September 2015. The 

   new contract includes an increase of $0.25 per stop and will continue the fuel 

surcharge when gas prices reach $4.50 per gallon. Todorovich made a motion to extend the contract with City Wheels Courier Corp. through September 2015, supported by Osborne. Motion Carried.
G. Cell Phone Reimbursement

   The Head of Systems and Hardware Support Specialist use their personal cell 
   phones for on-call work as well as when they are making library visits to 
   repair/install PCs or work with other software/hardware issues. It is 
   recommended to revise the On-Call Cell Phone Reimbursement Policy to 
   increase the cell phone reimbursement from $20 to $70 per month for the Head 

   of Systems and Hardware Support Specialist positions. All other staff that use 

   their personal cell phones for on-call time will continue to be reimbursed at $20 

   per month upon approval of the Director. Lisica made a motion to approve the 

   changes to the On-Call Cell Phone Reimbursement Policy, supported by 

   Osborne. Motion Carried.
