IV. Suburban Library Cooperative Business
A. Automation System
The Suburban Library Cooperative Board approved signing a five year contract with SirsiDynix for an automation system in a SaaS hosted environment upon approval of the Cooperative’s attorney. Chris will notify libraries with the exact date of the changeover as the system could be down as long as three days.

The new SVA server has been ordered. It will be deployed to the Cooperative on July 15. Chris will do the install.
There was an upgrade to Enterprise and the PC install is winding down.

B. 2012 Centralized Purchasing Allocation
The same formula from previous years was used to calculate the Centralized Purchasing Allocation. After some questions about the population numbers, Orlando made a motion to approve the formula used to calculate the Centralized Purchasing Allocation of 10% equal and 90% based on population. The motion was supported by Parus. Motion Carried.

Changing Adult Summer Reading to have weekly drawings for Barnes & Noble gift cards. Grand prizes for adults and teens are Kindles. Children receive water bottles filled with candy and offers from local businesses.
