VII. Member Libraries’ Announcements/Concerns
ARM: Getting ready for Summer Reading and working on getting and circulation STEM kits.
CHE: Working on an RFP for a strategic plan.The library’s parking lots are in the process of resurfacing. The library will soon be opening a Makerspace area. Also, the library’s in-service included CPR training.
EPL: The library will be participating in a birding program with the Clinton River Watershed Council, Macomb Audubon and Macomb County on Thursday, May 18th. The library will be having an in-sevice next week, closing procedures will be discussed. Still waiting on the Storywalk.
FRA: The library remains closed due to plumbing issues. City Council is meeting tonight and ownership of the library building may be discussed. Budget hearings start next week. The library has a new phone and printing systems. 
HTL: Starting to work on an RFP for the shipping containers addition to the library. Attended Advancing Macomb event on community engagement that was very informative.
LWM: Getting ready for Summer Reading. Budget was approved. New automatic doors have been installed. Book Repair workshop went very well.
MPL: Working on the budget and a strategic plan
MTC: Thing are moving along – waiting for the landscaping to be completed.
RAY: An Eaglescout is working on a Storywalk for the park behind the library.
SBL: This week is Public Employee Recognition Week, so the city is giving all full and part-time employees bonuses. The library has finished repairs from water damage due to broken pipes this winter.
SCS: City Council voted to hire Ply Plus, Inc to oversee library improvements/renovations funded by a community funding project grant. Council still has to vote on next year’s budget.
SHL: Budget passed. The library will be getting outside music intruments. Also, the library will be getting new tables and sound system for the meeting room.
TPL: Budget passed. Will be starting some library renovations. The city hired a new city manager.
WPL: Thank you for the information on the food service programming. The location of new library on the city’s north east side has been moved to Underwood Park. The Miller Branch library will be converting one room into two study rooms. The will also be getting an outside sign for displaying library events. Some of the library branches have bee hives that will collecting honey during the summer. The Civic Center Library is hosting two author visits – Deborah Goodrich Royce, May 18 and Dr. Dominik Stecula, Mau 19. The Civic Center Library and the Burnette Library will be participating in this year’s Warren & Center Line Cruisin 53 car cruise, June 3. The budget is still pending.
SLC:The Trustee Networking event is next Tuesday. Book repair/mending program went well – library directors would like to have another workshop for those who could not attend.
